Chairman also traveled with us to provide needed information to members.

Membership continues to be one of the top emphasis for all. To help meet chal-
lenges, our NGC Membership Committee is sharing innovative ideas to help our
organization grow. Throughout our states, there are unique ways that clubs are
trying to increase awareness to benefits of belonging to a garden club. While in
Nebraska, their state convention committee organized two events that challenged
their club members. First, they planned their state meeting in a city that did NOT
have a garden club; secondly, they sponsored a NGC flower show, opening it to the
public. These combined efforts, provided positive public exposure, with potential
new garden clubs.

The theme of Plant America has been embraced by all, with new and innovative
ideas of projects to promote this broad theme. Our world is reaping the benefits of
our efforts as we help beautify and protect through enthusiastic, positive pro-
grams. NGC has a long-standing successful program, Penny Pines, where our mem-
bers contribute funds to the US Forest Service to help with reforestation of Nation-
al Forests. In addition, our garden clubs consistently plant trees on Arbor Day.

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Establlshed in 1929, the National Garden CIubs Inc (NGC) leased its first
office space in Rockefeller Center in New York City. At the time, there
were 84,661 members. In 1941, with 160,000 members, the headquar-
ters moved to the Roosevelt Hotel — also in NYC. Following WWII, mem-
bership bloomed to over 300,000 members and the husband of Presi-
dent Lorena Spillers suggested building a permanent headquarters. At
the 19530Fall Board Meeting, the Directors voted to make the new
headquarters a goal for the NGC Headquarters’ Silver Anniversary. Mem-
bers present at the 1954 annual convention voted on location options
with St. Louis winning due to it being in the center of the country.

John and Anne Lehman donated $55,000 to purchase 6.2 acres adjacent
to the Missouri Botanical Garden. Fundraising for the building began in
earnest with $290,000 being donated, thus allowing for headquarters to
be debt-free. Frederic R Dunn designed the classic mid-century modern
building with granite from Georgia symbolizing the first garden club
founded in 1891. He also used brick from New York to honor the first
headquarters site. Groundbreaking began on May 12, 1957 with con-
struction by the Gamble Construction Company. Dedication was right on
schedule — May 10, 1959.

Fast forward to 1997 when the NGC and staff had grown beyond its
space and expansion was needed. The Kellogg Hall, lower level and sup-
porting areas were enlarged with a generous donation by the Cecil B Day
family, husband of President Deen Day Sanders. Architect Markham
Smith and designer Jenny White seamlessly continued the 1950’s style of
the building with BSI Contractors doing the construction. The building
was rededicated in 1999, 40 years after the first dedication. In 2019, at
the Fall Board Meeting, NGC again dedicated headquarters with a new
welcoming garden, more environmentally conscious plantings and better
accessibility. All NGC members are welcome to visit OUR headquarters
at 4401 Magnolia Avenue in St. Louis.

From the 1959 dedication: “In the beginning, it was a dream. A
dream of a place of our own, a place to house our national offic-
es, a place with adequate assembly rooms, a place of beauty. A
memorial — that too. A symbol of horticultural stewardship.

A gift to that long procession of gardeners who will follow.”

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As the premier volunteer gardening organization in the world, we are uniquely

positioned to fight climate change. We will plant at least 165,000 trees each year-
-one for every member.

Worldwide tree-planting initiatives (millions of trees) for carbon sequestration by

governments and non-profit organizations help offset loss of flora due to natural

disasters and intentional deforestation. NGC’s longstanding, successful programs

have contributed to reforestation of National Forests. Local members plant trees P LANT
on Arbor Day and for other occasions. The new NGC project, PAT (Plant America

with Trees), will fill a need that these efforts do not.

Our membership is distributed all across America, with many in urban/suburban AM E R ICA

areas. These densely populated areas have claimed natural habitats. They have
been built over, paved or planted with turf grass and exotic species. Many exotics
are invasive, actively destroying native flora and fauna and isolating native species
in ever smaller areas. Native plants do not sequester more carbon than non-
natives do, but they give our biomes a better chance of surviving by creating wild-
life corridors. Pollution and climate change further deplete resources.

NGC encourages our members to involve their communities with this effort as we hope to plant at least 165,000 trees in each
year of this administration. Each ONE (member)—Plant ONE (native tree).

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CELEBRATING 90 YEARS

Terrebonne Garden Club in Houma, Louisiana is celebrating its 90th anniver- ©
sary in 2019. The club was founded in 1929 by three ladies whose original
mission was to beautify a now historic site that was once a canal. An im-
portant event of the Club’s history was the planting of 21 Live Oak Trees

along Bayou Black by club members and Gold Star Mothers honoring the
fallen sons in 1945. The garden club members will measure the trees and
register them with the Live Oak Society (Louisiana Garden Club) using the
names of the fallen soldiers from Terrebonne Parish after World War Il. The
club is now making preparations for the dedication of a Gold Star Marker.

The club’s annual plant sale in May serves as a fundraiser and the proceeds
go to beautification projects in our community. Also, our Garden Therapy
project helps residents at a senior care facility make fresh floral arrange-
ments. “Opening Our Garden Gates Since 1929” was the theme for our NGC
Spring Standard Flower Show and Luncheon that was held in the Houma Mu-
nicipal Auditorium where many Flower Shows were held in the past 90
years. “Beyond the Garden Gate”, a tour of backyards was held in the fall,
and more than 400 visitors attended the event. The gardens club’s 85 mem-
bers promote the love of gardening and civic beautification. They continue
to follow in the footsteps of the three founding members.

10 Tips for a Great Meeting

Plan the meeting. What needs to be accomplished? Who is responsible for each item?
Prepare an agenda. Distribute it before the meeting and have the membership adopt it. This will give the presiding officer
a structure to keep the meeting on track.
Prioritize items in the agenda. Be creative. If a very important item is to be considered at your meeting, do not bury it at
the end of your meeting. Put it up front.
Start the meeting ON TIME. Reward members who arrive when they should, not latecomers.
Time the meeting so that it will adjourn when it is supposed to. If you are running behind, put the pedal to the metal on
items that do not require long deliberation. If necessary, limit debate on a topic to a specified time.

Have minutes of the previous meeting ready for approval in an efficient manner. Reading lengthy minutes is not the way
to go. Distributing them in advance either by e-mail or by having copies available before the start of the meeting can be a
real time-saver. Just do not waste time reading them.
Only call on officers or chairmen who need to report.
Use Unanimous Consent in approving minutes, adopting routine reports and non-controversial items. Stating, “If there
are no objections” can be a presiding officer’s best friend. (A motion to approve minutes isn’t necessary. Ask if there are
any corrections, “If there are no corrections, the minutes stand approved as distributed.”)
Manage discussion. There are debate rules. A favorite is that no one may speak more than twice on a motion in a single
day and that no member may speak a second time until everyone has had the chance to speak once. (If you are having
trouble with a “long winded” discussion, pass a special rule that debate be limited.

The Nominating Committee consists of 16 members, two from each region,
one Chairman and one Vice Chairman with their duties defined in the NGC
Bylaws and Standing Rules. Each region selects its two Nominating Com-
mittee members on a rotating basis of states within the region. The Execu-
tive Committee elects and the NGC Board of Directors ratifies the Chairman
and Vice Chairman. All serve for two years. The Nominating Committee Pro-
cedure Manual defines the duties of the committee. The nominating com-
mittee’s role is to select one candidate for each elected office, with the ex-
ception of the President.

The committee has met and sent updated officer endorsement and resume
forms to all state presidents. March 15, 2020 is the deadline for receipt of
nominations, endorsements and résumés for those seeking office. The com-
mittee meets in May at the annual convention in Milwaukee and again in
September at the FBM in Fargo; where members interview and select candi-
dates for office. See officer endorsement and resume forms on pgs. 10 - 13.

Please note
the following was approved at the Sep-
tember 2019 Board of Directors’ meeting:

That the $25,802.62 balance of the
“International Disaster Fund,” a donor
restricted account, be transferred on
10/1/2019 to the “Natural Disaster Fund.”
The balance can be used for any Interna-
tional Disasters NGC approves for the
next five years. After five years, the prin-
cipal amount and time commitment is
satisfied, either by time or by use, and the
remaining balance can be used for any
natural disaster. NGC will no longer ac-
cept donations for this fund as of

October 1, 2019.

Rationale: This is something the auditor
and NGC accountant Bill Trapp suggested
we do. The IRS discourages the transfer of
money outside of the country by non-
profits due to the possible misuse of that
money and the possibility that the money
will fall into the hands of terrorist.
